Heart shape to use as a pattern for
your dish

Bowl — For shaping clay heart

Food Coloring can be worked into
your clay to give a marbleized
appearance

Acrylic paint

Permanent Markers

Modge Podge or Gloss Acrylic Spray
(optional)

For Designs- Textured material (lace),

pictures that can be glued on.

Using real clay?

We prefer you use Air Dray
Clay, but if you use regular
clay we recommend:

White, talc-free clay

Paint with Mayco Stroke and
Coat Wonderglaze.

Then fire in Kiln.

Or:

White, talc-free clay

Fire in Kiln.

Then paint with acrylic paint.
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
